Recommendations for public productions – Busking in publicly accessible places in Prague

Busking

Recommendations for public productions – Busking in publicly accessible places in Prague (hereinafter referred to as “Recommendations“) apply to public artistic productions, mainly musical, theatrical and artistic (hereinafter referred to as “busking“) performed in publicly accessible places in the territory of the Capital City of Prague. A person engaging in such an activity, individually or together with other people, is referred to as a busker.
2
Special Use

In accordance with Act No. 13/1997 Coll., (Sec. 25(1)) on roads (hereinafter referred to as “The Road Act“), a permission to use motorways, roads and local roads in other than the usual way or for other than usual purpose (special use), issued by relevant road authority, is not required  when engaging in busking, provided that the production does not endanger the safety or smooth flow of road traffic (Road Act, Sec. 25 (6)(e)).

Duties

A busker is obliged to comply with valid legislation. Special attention should be paid to the safety of people and to the protection of property, public order and to the observance of decency. A busker should comply with Act No. 258/2000 Coll., on protection of public health, as amended, Act No. 133/1985 on fire safety, as amended, Ordinance of the City of Prague No. 42/1999 City of Prague Coll. , on restricting measures to ensure local matters of public order when using pyrotechnical objects, as amended, Act No. 121/2000 Coll., on copyright, as amended and Ordinance of the City of Prague No. /2013 City of Prague Coll., on restricting measures to ensure local matters of public order related to busking in publicly accessible places.

Conditions for engaging in busking

When busking, it is recommended to meet the following conditions:

a) It is a live production,
b) Busking is performed by no more than 4 persons,
c) A busker will engage in busking for no longer than an hour and a half in one place, when this time has elapsed, he or she shall terminate the production,
d) A busker will not place any material objects in public places, unless they are absolutely necessary for the realization of the performance (e.g. a pedestal for live statues, stage for a puppet theatre) and the size of such objects shall not exceed 1m2,
e) During the production, amplifiers or loudspeakers will only be used to amplify such sounds that could otherwise not be properly heard,

f) Noise made by busking shall not exceed the level of noise usual for the time and place,

g) The sale of CDs and other recordings of the production can only take place without the use of a stand,

h) Entrance to adjacent buildings and premises will not be restricted in any way,

i)  Free movement of passers-by will be in no way restricted or disrupted and, at the same time, an adequate passage will be available on the footpath, minimally two metres. The guiding line for visually impaired people will be preserved,
j) A busker will heed to instructions of individual units of the integrated emergency system and public authorities.

Place with special regime

Busking on Charles Bridge is subject to authorisation issued in compliance with the Contract on Organization and Order when Exhibiting, Selling and Using in Other Extraordinary Way  the Public Road in the area of Charles Bridge from 16th March 2000, made between Prague 1 City District and the Charles Bridge Artists Association.

Places for noisy production

Busking entailing excessive noise (e.g. drumming) should be realized in the following places:

a) Stromovka Park, Prague 7 (except between 15th April and 30th June of the calendar year)

b)  Letenské sady, Prague 7
Busking in the above mentioned places can be exceptionally performed by more than four people, but no more than eight.
